


The MetroNews Dominion Post West Virginia Poll

The West Virginia Poll is a non-partisan 
survey of public opinion conducted 
continuously since January 21, 1980 and 
reported by media outlets. For more than 30 
years, The West Virginia Poll has been the 
source of public opinion about current issues, 
political races, and pop culture.



Methodology:
• August 16-26, 2018
• n=404 Completed interviews
• Respondents screened and qualified as likely voters 
• All 55 counties are included in the sampling frame
• Confidence interval +/- 4.9 percentage points
• Data Collection – A hybrid methodology

Manchin Leads Morrisey by Eight Percentage Points at 
This Stage of the Race

However, Morrisey voters tend to be more interested and engaged in this year’s election than Manchin 
voters - which could impact voter turn-out.

Q: As you may or may not know next year there will be an election for the United States Senate from West Virginia.  The candidates are Joe Manchin, the Democratic party candidate, 
and Patrick Morrisey the Republican party candidate. If the election were held today, for whom would you vote?



If Don Blankenship Had Been on the Ballot, Manchin Out 
Polls Morrisey by 11 Percentage Points

JOE MANCHIN NOT SURE PATRICK MORRISEY

Nearly 12% of Morrisey voters would have switched to Blankenship if the West Virginia Supreme 
Court had ruled in his favor.
