Chain saws and chain saw accessories

Gas-powered chain saws with a sales price of $350 or less and chain saw accessories with a sales price of $60 or
less are exempt from the tax during the sales tax holiday. The following is an all-inclusive list of the items that
are deemed “chain saw accessories” for the purpose of the holiday:

» Chains » Carrying cases and scabbards

» Chain saw bar and nose lubricants » Safety apparel, including chaps, gloves,

» Two-cycle motor oil hearing protectors, helmets, and protective
